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Conversations about school

Being in school every day means your
child wont miss out on leaming, Try
10 schedule appointments and family
trips owtside of school hours. 1f he
asks to stay home “just because,”
remind him of what he'll miss, such as
his reading group or PE class. Explain
that he can be absent only if he's sick
orif there’s a family emergency:

DID Children who regularly
